Avi Friedman, Ph.D. - Professor - McGill University, Montreal, Quebec, Canada
BArch (Technion), MArch (McGill), PhD (U de Montreal), OAQ, IAA

Avi Friedman began his architectural studies at the Politecnico di Milano in ltaly, received
his Bachelor of Architecture from the Technion - Israel Institute of Technology in 1980 (first
in class/cum laude) and his Master of Architecture from McGill University in Montréal.
Between 1982 and 1984, Dr. Friedman worked as head of design for a homebuilding firm in
Montréal. He received his Doctorate in 1987 from the Université de Montréal. In 1988 he co
-founded the Affordable Homes Program at the McGill School of Architecture, where he is a
Professor.

Dr. Friedman’s research interests focus on factors which influence the design and s
implementation of affordable and sustainable building practices at the unit and community
levels, including market acceptance, construction, and resource efficiency. He is the w
recipient of several research awards [.pdf], including the Progressive Architecture Research
Award, the J.-Armand-Bombardier Prize for Technological Innovation, and the Manning
Innovation Award of Distinction.

Avi Friedman has published extensively in both academic and trade publications. He has authored books [.pdf], wrote peer-reviewed
articles [.pdf] and conference papers [.pdf] on subjects ranging from construction technology to suburban planning and space
management, for academic journals and conferences. Dr. Friedman is a member of the editorial board of architectural journals and
authored research monographs [.pdf] and articles in trade publications in the U.S. and Canada. Since the year 2000, he has written a
syndicated column called Forward Thinking for the Canwest chain of daily newspapers.

As part of his research, Avi Friedman has designed housing prototypes [.pdf] which were built as full-scale demonstration projects and
were then constructed by homebuilders in the private sector around the world. The Grow Home (co-designed with Witold Rybczynski),
a narrow-front rowhouse, received immense media attention and has since been built in numerous communities across North America
and Europe. The Next Home, also the subject of much positive media scrutiny, was incorporated into the design of communities in
Canada and the U.K. La Casa a la Carta, presented in Mexico, was designed for the developing world.

Dr. Friedman’s design work and projects have been cited in many books and have been covered extensively by popular media [.pdf]:
on TV shows such as Good Morning America, Dream Builders and Stewart Brand’s How Buildings Learn (British Broadcasting
Corporation), in magazines such as Popular Science, Architecture and Home, and in newspapers including The New York Times, Los
Angeles Times and San Francisco Examiner. Avi Friedman has been invited tospeak on numerous occasions [.pdf]

Dr. Friedman served as a member of many boards and committees in government and trade, including the National Advisory Council
on Energy Efficiency for Natural Resources Canada, the National Housing Research Committee and Habitat for Humanity Canada’s
President's Circle. He has also served on the juries of design competitions.

Dr. Friedman is a member of the Order of Architects of Quebec and the principal of Avi Friedman Consultants, Inc. He heads up an
architectural practice which designed numerous projects. His work has included conversion of industrial buildings to residential, urban
renewal, private residences, and community planning. He has also consulted Canadian and U.S. cities and housing authorities on
affordable housing initiatives.

In the year 2000 the international design magazine Wallpaper included Avi Friedman in its list of 10 people “most likely to change the
way we live,” along with Ingvar Kamprad, founder of IKEA, and Sven Mattison, inventor of the Bluetooth computer chip. In the year
2004 he was referred to by Robert Scully, host of the television series The Innovators, as “the most influential housing innovator in the
world.”

Avi Friedman lives in Montréal with his wife, Dr. Sorel Friedman, and his children, Paloma and Ben.

I would like to take just a moment of your time to express my personal stance on the rezoning request from Crystal
Springs Ranch, Resor, Four Shadows. Lot 15 of the Homesteads at Teton Village was originally zoned as non-
profit, CSR would like to rezone as commercial mixed use.

They have expressed plans to build a restaurant, sheriff substation and apartments on this tiny lot. Rezoning this
for such use would create an unsafe environment for fifteen young children who call this neighborhood home. This
is a very small lot and the surrounding roads are only 20ft wide. This proposal is completely the opposite of what
we were told when we moved into our home, a small non-profit office space. They have also expressed plans to
build a fire house in the field east of the homes of which we were told would remain green space and will never be
developed.

CSR tried to have all residents sign on a snow removal easement that would pave the way to this rezoning. They
did not explain the proposal or what it was they were trying to accomplish. They stopped residents in their vehicles
and caught s off guard in attempt to get 100% signatures. This was a misleading tactic and not everyone signed.

To build a 24hour operating high density mix-use building within a family neighborhood is not only absurd but is
flat out unsafe. The roads are too narrow as is with parking and traffic already an issue. We have fifteen children
ages 12 and under who call this area home. This would create a very dangerous environment with constant traffic,
people looking for parking, food deliveries, trash removal. Now add a good show year, lost tourists and you have a
recipe for disaster.

Our children enjoy the safety of this small neighborhood, enjoy playing with each other, riding bikes and such on a
quiet street where parents can keep an easy eye on them. This is a true blessing to all of us and we cherish this
neighborhood as it is.

We welcome new homes being built on lot 16 and more families moving in to the community. This plat also needs
careful consideration as they have not planned for emergency vehicle access, safe traffic flow, increased traffic,
and good community atmosphere. They do not want to have a road that would circle the neighborhood but would
prefer to have a narrow dead end street that vehicles would need to reverse out of. This is very concerning to me
and the safety of all the children and residents of this neighborhood as | have a child with a developmental
disability and severe hearing loss. | am very concerned for her safety if this proposal goes through. This is too
much for a neighborhood of this size to withstand.

We understand that development in the Village is going to take place and areas of mixed use, planned for the
plats to the west and northwest of this plat, are necessary and have valuable purpose for Teton Village and its
growth. This has to be properly planned and done so with careful consideration. This small parcel of land is simply
too small for such use. There is not enough room for customer parking, staff parking, sheriff parking, apartment
tenants, guests, product deliveries, increased traffic and a neighborhood full of families too.

Commercialization of this lot would be detrimental to a neighborhood that is building strong relationships with one
another, values the safety of our children and looks forward to more affordable housing and people like ourselves
to move in to this amazing neighborhood.

| ask that you consider the safety of our children, family values, neighborhood values, the impact of high density
mix-use areas, and the future plans of Teton Village. Please think of the impacts of the hard working folks who call
this area home and base your decision on what is best for community and not one person eager to make even
more millions.

The 2015 Legislature established the Lifesaver Program-Kevin’s Law under Senate File SF0081.
As you will recall the Lifesaver Program is a search and rescue program designed to quickly find
a person suffering from Down syndrome, brain injuries, autism, Alzheimer’s or other dementia
related disorders who wanders and becomes lost and missing. Teton County was awarded
$21,719.20 to implement a lifesaver program in your county. Teton County submitted receipts
totaling $21,715.56 for reimbursement for approved expenses.

During the 2016 Legislature, funding for Project Lifesaver-Kevin’s Law was not approved for
the FY2017-FY2018 biennium budget, but Kevin’s Law can receive monies from other
contributions. Future applications will be based on the availability of funds and notification for
grant opportunity from the Wyoming Office of Homeland Security.

Lifesaver Program - Wyoming State Statute 19-13-117(g) states:

"The Lifesaver Program account is created. The account shall consist of those funds
appropriated to the account by the legislature and all monies received from federal grants and
other contributions, grants, gifts, transfers, bequests and donations to the account. The office of
homeland security is specifically empowered to accept grants, gifts, transfers, bequests and
donations to the account. Funds in the account shall only be expended by the office of homeland
security for the purpose of providing grants under this section.”

As our agency closes out this program for 2016, the following information is requested from
your county.

According to the Lifesaver Program Grant Administration Rules, Chapter 1, Section 4 (g):
"Following a grant award, each grant recipient shall submit a final report containing an

accounting for all funds expended; the number of individuals currently enrolled in the program;
the number of individuals on a waiting list for the program, if any; the number of incidents







within the reporting period; average response times for those incidents, and an updated list of
any/all donors for future sustainment of the program."

Project Schedule Update

While Habitat fell behind the proposed project timeline presented in the April 14, 2016 letter to the
Board of County Commissioners, we are still on track to break ground on this project by June 1,
2017 and to complete the entire project within the agreed upon timeline (4 years).

Enclosed is an updated Gantt chart outlining the project’s timeline. Please note that the last set of
tasks, Construction — Infrastructure and Landscape, are in this schedule as a placeholder. These
tasks are not scheduled, but will be completed after the construction of the residential buildings.
Additionally, as Habitat completes the redesign process and begins planning the staging of this
work, the intermediary construction tasks may shift within the overall project timeline. As this
happens, Habitat will keep you apprised.

| am disappointed to report that once again Teton County has trespassed into private property
during the construction of the Pathways along HW22. Per the email below, | have notified Erin
Weisman and Sean O’Malley of the trespass. While the trespass is illegal and very irritating, | am
more alarmed by what appears to be a very low regard to the protection of our important natural
resources in the construction area. It is obvious when looking at the construction area that there
has been very little attention given to protection of Spring Creek and irrigation ditches from
construction wastewater or ongoing drainage of highway run-off. When walking the project, it is
plainly evident that design and construction of the path will cause a significant increase in
contaminated wastewater drainage directly into Spring Creek and irrigation ditches.

Frankly, it is shocking that a project of this magnitude can be constructed in a valley known for its
environmental resources this poorly. There is no way that a private citizen could get away with the
same carelessness as Teton County during the construction of Pathways.

During a routine walk around the ranch we discovered that Teton County has trespassed onto the

private property of the Four Lazy F Ranch (again) in the northwest corner of the ranch near the area
of retaining wall construction. As documented in the attached photo labeled DSCN1140r.jpg,
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construction debris has been placed outside of the marked Right of Way. The ROW is clearly
identified. Four Lazy F Ranch has not given permission for Teton County to trespass on to private
property, therefore, this debris produced by the construction of the pathway needs to be removed
immediately. Mr. Jim Jones of Owen Construction approached our group. | advised him that the
debris is outside of the ROW and that trespass had occurred. Since it is likely that Teton County will
need to enter private property to remove the debris, please contact me directly at this email or 303-
589-9782 to make arrangements to access the property.

Secondly, in another area, our gate has been obstructed by more construction debris as
documented by photo DSCN1141r.jpg. While the placement of the debris is with the ROW, access to
our gate has been obstructed. | would like this debris removed as soon as possible. If the debris
cannot be removed within the week, | will make arrangements. Going forward, please do not
obstruct access to private property.

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Teton County Commissioners, thank you for your time in this matter.


My name is Brett Gensch.  I reside at the Homesteads in Teton Village with my wife and 9 year old son.  My family and I have lived in Teton County for 7 years, and in the greater Teton area for almost 20 years.  Having been raised in a ski area, the offer to purchase an employee unit in the Village was a tremendous opportunity as well as a great relief, finally providing a stable living situation for us. 


I would like to clarify a few real world issues my family has with the CSR Development Request, the effects of which year-round, tax-paying, working residents and community members will undoubtedly feel in a multitude of ways.  I was born and raised in the construction trade, and have spent my adult life operating heavy equipment.  With many years spent on multiple job sites, I have acquired an extensive amount of project manager experience.  I understand traffic flow and the ramifications that an increased number of vehicles have on personal safety and life quality.  


Those who have spent time at the Homesteads or around the Teton Thai building, or parked at the Ranch Lot, have witnessed the traffic chaos.  Adding yet another commercial building to Lot #15 will intensify an already disastrous traffic situation.  Locating the entrance of a new commercial building between 25 to 250 feet from current residents will greatly increase the amount of rapidly arriving and departing vehicles, including early morning vehicle noise and road or parking lot blockage/closures for delivery trucks. The proposed change in zoning will be a permanent nuisance, and more importantly - an increased safety concern for the residents.  The equipment, trash, and loitering that perpetually happens behind food service buildings can be witnessed across the street from the Homesteads.  Vehicles are illegally parked on a regular basis, while their occupants leave the vehicle on the roadway to purchase takeout from the business.


[bookmark: _GoBack]The Homesteads currently has 21 children in residence, 15 of which are under the age of 10.  Nightly, as well as on weekends and holidays, the children can be found racing bikes, playing hide and seek, or doing the general run around things that kids do.  (Please see attached pictures).  Most residents have already either been part of, or have witnessed “close calls” with the neighborhood children. 


The proposed additional building zoning change will exacerbate the traffic and parking problem that already exists at the Homesteads.  Construction and business on Lot 15 will cause a great increase in traffic.  In its current configuration, the road does not even allow for UPS delivery trucks, Fed Ex, or trash trucks to make stops without halting road traffic.  There is no room for vehicles to turn around, so drivers must either back up long distances (also a danger for children), or walk long stretches to deliver their packages.  Access is so limited, and the road so narrow, that emergency vehicles would face great challenge maneuvering in the neighborhood.


This change of zoning request is obviously an attempt to maximize financial gain by CSR, regardless of the consequences to the neighboring community and residence.  Commissioners, I urge you to please refuse to grant CSR a change in zoning.  The negative impact on year round working residents, all of whom support the vitality of this community, would be far-reaching and permanent.

Dear Teton County Board of Commissioners and Teton County & Prosecuting Attorney Steve Weichman,

As you know David Quinn (Steelhead Partners - represented by attorney Matthew Kim-Miller) after failing with the
Teton County Commissioners on his various baseless appeals - has now moved on in an attempt to seek unwarranted
relief through the Wyoming Ninth District Court (honorable Judge Tim Day). Their basis for appeal to the District
Court seems very weak - yet extremely dangerous - in my opinion as a layperson.

I have followed this case since the middle of January, meet with both David Quinn and Matthew Kim-Miller (in
January) and have read every legal brief and order — as well as have either attended or listened into the entirety of
each and every hearing.

To start Mr. Weichman and Commissioners — you all should be proud of the incredible diligence, legal capabilities,
integrity and work ethic Deputy Attorney Erin Weisman has exhibited throughout the entirety of these never ending
legal maneuvers by Steelhead Partners (who we now understand is in fact solely David Quinn).

In addition County Planning Director Tyler Sinclair and his staff have done impeccable and unchallengeable work
beginning with the pre-application conference in early January where David Quinn brought along legal council
Mathew Kim-Miller to this, and subsequent, pre-application meetings (Environmental Assessment pre-application
conference). The work product delivered in both the two pre-application summaries - as well as the determination by
the Planning Director to deny the unwarranted environmental assessment (EA) exemption request on January 27 -
were done with diligence, careful review and their legal basis can not in all reality be questioned. Yet we have seen
a continual series of legal maneuvers by David Quinn ever since that January 27th decision.

From my experience the true intent (as Steelhead themselves call out in their various legal briefs and oral
arguments) of all of these appeals - and now the most recent challenge in the Ninth District Court - is a thinly veiled
effort to attack, undermine and unwind key portions of our 2012 Jackson/Teton County Comprehensive Plan, our
Land Development Regulations (LDRs) and our wildlife & natural resource protection regulations.

I know that is blunt and to the point - but I do not come to that conclusion without good reason.
So | have a few suggestions and requests for your consideration:

First: 1 would ask the Teton County attorney's office to assign the appropriate priority and staff resources to
forcefully defend the Teton Board of County Commissioners - and by default our community's LDRs and 2012
Jackson/Teton County Comprehensive Plan.

I am sure Mr. Weichman has already considered this but wanted to put this point forward in writing.

Despite the unquestioned exemplary legal capacity of Deputy Attorney Erin Weisman — | would hope given all that
is at risk in the outcome of the forthcoming Court decision/decisions - especially from the Wyoming Supreme Court
— that Mr. Weichman you will carefully consider whether additional outside legal counsel is warranted to augment
your staff’s time and capabilities.

That in no way means that | question the capability of either Erin Weisman or Keith Gingery — quite the opposite. |
simply note that with the influx of so many new appeals and the normal demands on your department — that outside
council could in fact be helpful to the County in putting forward the best defense of our planning process, our
County Commissioners decision made on August 29 — and most importantly defending our Land Development
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Regulations, their environmental safeguards as well as the 2012 Jackson/Teton County Comprehensive Plan.

Second: For the Teton Board of County Commissioners | am merely day lighting an issue of a possible special
budget request that could come forward from the attorney’s office which I bought to your attention in verbal
comment late February of last year. | trust you will give any budget request due consideration if Mr. Weichman
finds such a request serves the County’s best interests.

In sum Mr. Weichman and Commissioners please do what ever is needed in order to successfully persevere with
both the Wyoming Ninth District Court but more importantly with the Wyoming Supreme Court - by considering an
out-of-budget request for additional legal resources to augment Erin Weisman's incredible work to date.

Simply this very intentional test case to the Wyoming courts is too important to lose because of already stretched
County legal staff resources.

Third: | would ask that the County Commissioners hold firm and demand that David Quinn - Steelhead Partners
reimburses the taxpayers - as prescribed by the LDRs - for the costs of hearing officer Joe Moore's legal fees
totaling some $25,000. In the signed stipulated agreement Steelhead agreed to the reimbursement. Now with the
knowledge that the County has been inconsistent with enforcing that aspect of the LDRs — Matthew walked backed
his commitment on Tuesday. | find that both unfortunate — and | must say also quite incredulous.

Given the weak basis for these series of appeals, the tremendous costs of County staff time involved (both attorney
and planning offices - plus the Commissioners themselves) — and the community interest and angst triggered by all
of this — you should carefully consider whether now is a time to begin enforcing the LDRs that require someone who
appeals — and loses that appeal — to at a minimum reimburse the cost of the outside hearing officer.

This is a policy discussion that will be based on what staff will bring in with better historical information — but
please just consider the message you will send with your decision to the next developer and lawyer (or neighbors to
proposed project) who want to clog up the planning process with what in this case were baseless appeals.

In closing the most recent challenge of the Teton County Commissioners correct dismissal of the three Steelhead
appeals to the Wyoming Ninth District Court is a blatant attempt to change the intent and direct language in the
unanimously approved 2012 Jackson/Teton County Comprehensive Plan affirming South Park (central) as an area
designated for Rural Preservation - not growth.

David Quinn wishes to create tremendous density out of thin air and move it to an area the community has targeted
for Rural Preservation - not growth - all without first having to produce the required environmental assessment.

David Quinn has also made clear that he wishes to unwind and diminish our wildlife and natural resource
protections codified into our LDRs (by going after the Environmental Assessment process).

Erin Weisman said it better then I in her statements below from her final reply brief on the three dismissed appeals:

“What the Contestant disputes is being held to the LDRs, and especially the April 1, 2016, version of
the amended, rural LDRs, which it seeks to avoid in this onslaught of early, impulsive appeals as a
mechanism of gamesmanship and delay.

The Contestant's wish to disregard and appeal the pre-application conference summaries, simply
because the summaries reiterate that the proposed project does not meet the tenets of the
Jackson/Teton County Comprehensive Plan. The Neilson/Lucas project Contestant proposes in
Central South Park is presently categorized as Area 10-2, which is an area intended and directed for
Preservation, not growth. (See Jackson/Teton County Comprehensive Plan, District 10: South
Park, p. IV-73).

Contestant desires to not only play by its own rules, but also aims to make its own rules, thereby
avoiding the LDRs, which have been adopted by the Board of County Commissioners, and equally

apply to all property owners and developers in Teton County."





I unequivocally feel what is at risk now with this most recent action of suing the Teton County Commissioners in
the Wyoming Ninth District Court - and eventually the Wyoming Supreme Court (that assumes Judge Tim Day will
likely uphold the Commissioners' ruling) - has implications valley-wide - not just for South Park.

This is a very big deal.

Dear Mayor Flitner and Town Councilors, Chair Allen and County Commissioners,

Today, the Jackson Hole Conservation Alliance released the Teton County Commercial and
Residential Lands Inventory. This study provides an updated assessment of our inventory of
both commercial and residential land supply in Teton County. This includes estimates of
redevelopment potential, as well as a vacant lands inventory.

Produced from current Teton County files and tax assessor information, three prior land inventories,
and recent work of a local real estate professional, and then checked for accuracy through a peer
review process with methodologies documented, the Teton County Commercial and Residential
Lands Inventory provides needed data regarding existing development potential on which to base
solid public policy decisions.

The Inventory finds that with four times more potential for commercial development than
residential development, based on population projections and market demand, our community is
out of balance. Specifically, Teton County has approximately a 43-year supply of commercial land
and only approximately a 10-year supply of residential land.

The planning standard is to match the land supply provided for jobs with
the land supply needed to house the workers for those jobs for a twenty-
year timeframe. But in Teton County we have a —43-year supply of
commercial land and only a ~10-year supply of residential land.

This imbalance between residential and commercial land supply is a driving
factor behind our community having too much commercial and lodging
development compared to housing.

until we correct this imbalance, we will struggle to advance the vision and
objectives of our Comprehensive Plan, especially in regards to our goals of
housing our workforce locally, reducing our community’s climate and
environmental impacts, and not exporting our impacts to neighboring
communities.

In order to bring our community into balance, please consider:

e Not adding any additional commercial development rights in the Town
or County.

« Developing an informed timeline for the amounts and types of land
we will need to meet our Comprehensive Plan goals, using best
available data.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

With over 97 percent of land in Teton County being publicly owned, understanding the buildout potential for
the remaining 3 percent is crucial. Moreover, the need for understanding the land supply has never been more
imperative as the County draws an increasing number of visitors every year, producing inevitable commercial
growth. In order to maintain its envisioned character, Teton County will need to balance commercial expansion
with housing the workforce and preserving natural resources.

The purpose of this report to provide detailed maps and an insightful summary of Teton County’s buildout
potential, broken down by location and zoning. The study attempts to verify and update previous work done by
Clarion Associates, the Town of Jackson/Teton County, and a “buildout taskforce” comprised of planners and
members of the community. Data was gathered and validated through a number of sources, and methodology is
clearly outlined in order to create the most accurate, transparent, and repeatable study possible.

The main conclusions of the study emphasize many of the concerns held by the community. The supply of non-
residential potential far outweighs the supply of residential potential, as allowed by the Comprehensive Plan.
This imbalance creates an environment in which residential development is extremely constrained relative to
commercial development. The positive takeaway from this study is that there exists a fair amount of
redevelopment potential within the Town of Jackson’s transition subareas where increased density is allowed.
Taking advantage of this opportunity could help swing the current imbalance of residential to commercial,
assuming residential development projects are encouraged and incentivized over commercial. Outside Jackson,
the designated complete neighborhoods will need to shoulder the residential development load, particularly
single family housing which only has a six to nine year constrained supply in town. Creating a long-term plan
that emphasizes a wide spectrum of housing over commercial expansion will be crucial in bringing balance to
the valley.

The largest differences between the Buildout Taskforce study and this study stems from the amount of sources
considered and how the information is presented. The taskforce did not confirm parcel conditions through
satellite imagery and there were some minor inaccuracies in their mapping at a parcel level. This study further
improves accuracy through confirming with other sources including Home Owners Association (HOA) records

and data from a credible local realtor. Additionally, the study attempts to break down the data by zone and type,

and provides a more transparent and ultimately repeatable methodology.

In addition to development on vacant lands, there exists 213 to 336 potential residential units from
redevelopment/infill in the Central Business District, South Cache/Snow King, North Cache, Karns Meadow,
and Southeast mixed use districts.”

ARUs are currently allowed in the auto-urban residential zone in Jackson, where 70 units have been built since
2002. The option for Accessory Residential Units (ARUs) has been proposed (but not yet approved) in the rural,
suburban, and neighborhood conservation zones highlighted in the map above. While difficult to ascertain the
exact number of properties that will take advantage of ARUs, it does provide the Town with an additional
option to provide more affordable housing. It should be noted, however, that other mountain resort communities
allowing ARUs have had mixed results. Mariposa County, a mountain resort community containing Y osemite
National Park, reported that the majority of accessory units were rented to tourists on a short-term basis and did
not provide long-term rentals as the policy had intended. Other mountain resort towns in California, including
Truckee and South Lake Tahoe, expressed similar results.®

The land supply projections displayed are based on a constrained land supply, not an unlimited one. They are
based on the currently constrained conditions and current zoning and development regulations. A market study
completed by FCS Group in 2015 reported that the unconstrained free market demand in the Town of Jackson is
119 dwelling units per year. This is clearly well above the 63 average annual units being constructed from 2010
to 2015, and the discrepancy helps explain rising demand and subsequent housing costs.

Despite fluctuations in the overall yearly growth, certain ratios have remained relatively constant and are
therefore highly projectable. In the Town of Jackson, 34 percent of new residential units have been single
family units since 2010. This is consistent with the 37 percent seen in the previous decade, and this ratio also
sees little variation on a bi-yearly basis. Another constant is the ratio of residential units built on unincorporated
lands and in the Town of Jackson. Since 2010, 1.37 units have been built on unincorporated lands for every one
unit built within Town limits. This is comparable to the 1.42 ratio seen from 2000 to 2009.

Extrapolating from this data, particular concerns begin to emerge, namely the extremely constrained supply of
single family housing within the Town of Jackson - just six to nine years even under currently constrained
conditions. Assuming the trend of approximately a third of new units in Jackson being single family, it can be
projected that single family supply will be exhausted before multi-family. This is a problem that will be difficult
to address within the town’s footprint, as the potential issue of single family capacity cannot be solved through
redevelopment or up-zoning to the extent that multi-family capacity can. Almost undoubtedly, Jackson’s
demand for single family housing will eventually spill over onto neighboring lands within the county. In order
to protect the rural character of Teton County, having thoughtful plans that take advantage of density bonuses
and complete neighborhoods will be vital.

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IMPLICATIONS

This study reinforces a major concern for Teton County of a significant threat to our community character
because we have an oversupply of allowed commercial development potential paired with a lack of allowed
housing development potential. With four times more potential for commercial development than residential
development, based on population projections and market demand, our community is out of balance. An
approximately 43-year supply of commercial land and only approximately a 10-year supply of residential land
are driving us away from the future we want for our community.

The influence of this tilted ratio can be directly tied to many of the region’s problems. Between 2010 and 2013,
growth in the housing supply (3.2% rate of growth) did not keep pace with job growth (8.2% rate of growth)."
This increases the number of commuting employees from outlying communities, a trend that will likely
continue to be precipitated by an imbalance of commercial compared to residential allowed development.

In 1990, roughly 86 percent of Teton County’s workforce lived within the county, but by 2010, the number
plummeted to only 68 percent.'* The Teton County Workforce Housing Action Plan completed in November
2015 now puts this number at just 62 percent.”’> Based on research done by the Blue Ribbon Panel on
Workforce Housing, there is a reported “tipping point” when this number dips below 60 percent. In other words,
less than 60 percent of the workforce living locally results in the town losing its sense of community, identity
and character. Based on data from other resort communities, loss of local workforce is cited as a reason for lost
customers for local businesses, a decrease in the level of service to guests, and as a result, the community
becomes a less desirable place to visit and live.'® Furthermore, the rise of commuters leads to serious impacts on
transportation infrastructure, wildlife and the environment, and contributes to diminished levels of voter
representation, community service, and support of local business.'*

If the Town and County expect to uphold the goal of preserving community character, and maintaining Teton
County as a community first and a resort second, our community will need to implement thoughtful growth
management practices. Increasing residential potential in town and complete neighborhoods by adding more
land zoned for residential, and increasing permitted density on selected residential lands, are two tools to
consider. It appears there is vacant excess land in some of the resort districts, which could be considered for
residential use, as another possible partial fix.

Clearly a key takeaway from this report is the aforementioned imbalance between residential and commercial,

leading to a diminishing local workforce. Understanding what is needed to improve the imbalance and making
educated long term projections is vitally important to addressing the issue. The following projections are by no
means definitive, but they do give a reasonable estimation of what is needed in a quantifiable manner.

In 2015, there were 4.05 full-time equivalent employees (FTEs) per 1000 feet of non-lodging commercial,
making up 25,230 FTEs for Teton County.” Additionally, there were another 2,928 employees working in
lodging (assuming 0.5 employees per lodging unit). The total number of employees in Teton County at that time
was 28,168. Projecting job growth based on lodging and commercial growth gives us 29,144 FTEs in 2015. Of
those 29,144 FTEs, 18,070 (62 percent)*® were held by employees living in the County.*

The assumption was made that the current level of 1.7 employees per household and 1.2 FTEs per employee
would remain constant.'’

Based on these conditions and commercial and lodging projections made in this report, projections for job
growth can be made. From job growth, calculations for the amount of housing needed to increase the percentage
of workforce locally employed can be made. The results of an example twenty-year projection are given below:

Annual jobs created from commercial (non-lodging): 338

Annual jobs created from lodging: 41

Annual housing units needed to maintain 62% local workforce: 150
Annual housing units needed to reach 65% local workforce by 2036: 159
Annual housing units needed to reach 67.5% local workforce by 2036: 183

Annual housing units needed to reach 70% local workforce by 2036: 209

It should be noted that the number of employees per square foot of commercial in Teton County has been
declining, from 404 square feet per employee in 1996 to 376 square feet per employee in 2014. This would
equate to a necessity for more housing units per commercial area.

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Recommendations for our Community

similar approach in Teton County.

» Explore potential policy mechanisms that both respect private property rights and allow our community
to make adjustments that would help bring our land supply into balance. Given the large amount of
commercial development potential existing in our community’s resort master plans, they deserve special
attention.

» Develop land use plans for complete neighborhoods, targeted to achieve an overall 20-year land supply
balance in commercial/industrial and residential zoning allocations.

» Better quantify and qualify the current percentage of the workforce that is locally employed, and provide
enough land zoned residential in appropriate locations and densities to achieve our Comp Plan goal of
housing at least 65 percent of the workforce locally.

» Explore the use of scenario planning, a process by which the projected long-term impacts of several land
use-planning scenarios are explored. This would help our community develop a strategic prioritization
plan that best fits the vision of our Comp Plan, while improving transparency and citizen engagement.

Goals for Monitoring and Updating

» Establish a timeline for when this type of report should be updated. This can be scheduled or on an “as
needed” basis.

» For future land inventory updates, use methodology that is consistent with the work done by this study
and the Buildout Taskforce in order to accurately capture trends. Document any differences in
methodology. Having transparent methodology improves consistency and instills public confidence.

Purpose

The Jackson Hole Conservation Alliance (Alliance) undertook the 2016 Commercial and
Residential Lands Inventory to help support implementation of the 2012 Jackson/ Teton County
Comprehensive Plan (Comp Plan). The purpose is to provide needed data regarding existing
development potential on which to base solid public policy decisions. Specifically, this study
attempts to refine, verify, and update the work done by the 2009 Town and County Comp Plan
“Buildout Taskforce” through the following objectives:

1. Provide an inventory update of allowed development potential based on the 2012 Comp
Plan, which in turn is based on the development potential in the 1994 land development
regulations and zoning map.

2. Confirm the status of each parcel through a variety of sources, including the most recent
satellite and tax assessment data, and evaluate parcels by development potential
characteristics, including location and zoning.

3. Based on the improved inventory, project and evaluate the potential capacity for new
development.

4. Clearly document inventory methodology to improve transparency and repeatability.

5. Analyze potential implications of the inventory and next steps.

Approach
We retained a graduate student in Land Use Planning with extensive GIS skills, who, with

guidance from our staff, undertook this closer look at the vacant lands inventories and
performed this update. This inventory used current Teton County files and tax assessor
information, three prior inventories, and recent work of a local real estate professional. We then
compiled all of the available data from these sources, checked it for accuracy, documented the
various methodologies, and went through a peer review process. With that, we have produced
an updated and much more accurate assessment of our inventory of both commercial and
residential land supply in Teton County. This includes estimates of redevelopment potential, as
well as a vacant lands inventory.

Summary of Findings

Our commercial and residential land supply is OUT OF BALANCE.

Combined Town & County Average Residential Land Supply = 7-13 Years
(Total of vacant and redevelopment)

Combined Town & County Commercial Land Supply = 35-52 years
(Total of vacant and redevelopment)

* With four times more potential for commercial development than residential development,
based on population projections and market demand, this community is out of balance.

The planning standard is to match the land supply provided for jobs with the land supply
needed to house the workers for those jobs for a twenty-year timeframe. But in Teton
County we have a ~43-year supply of commercial land and only a ~10-year supply of
residential land.

This imbalance between residential and commercial land supply is a driving factor behind
our community having too much commercial and lodging development compared to
housing.

Until we correct this imbalance, we will struggle to advance the vision and objectives of our
Comp Plan, especially in regards to our goals of housing our workforce locally, reducing our
community’s climate and environmental impacts, and not exporting our impacts to
neighboring communities.
