Clarification regarding endorsement  
of candidates by firefighters 



 
JACKSON, Wyo. – Nov. 1, 2016 – Local government officials are seeking to clear confusion regarding a 
candidate endorsement that received news coverage this week. 
 
Teton County and the Town of Jackson released a statement of clarification today in light of an article in 
the Jackson Hole Daily on Oct. 31, 2016. The article stated the “Firefighters” were formally endorsing a 
candidate for political office. Throughout the article were references to “firefighters and paramedics.”  
The article also referenced a candidate reaching out to learn more about the fire department. 
 
“This article caused some confusion in our community,” said Alyssa Watkins, County Commissioners’ 
Administrator, who explained that local government agencies do not endorse specific candidates for 
office. “We would like to make sure there are no misunderstandings.”  
 
Town and County officials offered the following statement of clarification:  
 



The Jackson Hole Fire/EMS Department is a joint department of the Town of Jackson and Teton 
County. Although the article seemed to imply to some who read it that John Tobey manages the 
Fire Department, the Chief of the Jackson Hole Fire/EMS Department is Willy Watsabaugh.  



 
John Tobey is a county employee who works at the Jackson Hole Fire/EMS Department.  Mr. 
Tobey does not speak for nor is he authorized to speak for the Jackson Hole Fire/EMS 
Department, which includes the volunteer firefighters. 
 
John Tobey has formed a private organization that includes in its membership some of the 
Firefighter/EMS staff who work for the Jackson Hole Fire/EMS Department. This private 
organization includes only 14 percent of the overall members of the Jackson Hole Fire/EMS 
Department.  This private organization does not include any of the 70 volunteers, nor does it 
include any of the paid “pool” staff who support the operations.  
 
Mr. Tobey’s private organization has filed a lawsuit against the Town of Jackson and Teton 
County requesting that it be recognized under Wyoming state law to be the exclusive bargaining 
agent (“union”) for that portion of our fire department’s membership, to negotiate with Teton 
County and the Town of Jackson as to wages and working conditions.  This matter is currently 
being litigated in a court of law to determine if that private organization can represent these 
select 14 percent of our membership but actively exclude the remaining members of the fire 
department.

Dear Commissioner Macker


The Teton Back County Horsemen (TBCH) is a chapter of the National Back Country Horsemen of America (BCHA).  BCHA’s mission is to perpetuate the common sense use and enjoyment of horses in America's back country and wilderness, and to ensure that public lands remain open to recreational stock use. BCHA’s volunteers have contributed over 3.3 million hours of volunteer time to trail maintenance over the past 18 years alone. The TBCH chapter has worked with the USFS/BTNF on various trail improvement projects over the past several years in the Gros Ventre, Grey’s River, and other areas.





We believe that trails are a critical way to connect Americans, including youth, to the outdoors and to ensure our wild heritage remains cherished and protected.  Recreation is a key economic driver for many rural communities located near public lands. Yet public lands recreation is facing traumatic budget cuts. 





Meanwhile, miles of trail have grown 56.9% since 1977 to accommodate the 376% growth in annual visitor-days on the USFS trail system. The trail maintenance backlog reached $314 million as of FY 13 and continues to grow. This has resulted in the biggest trail management challenge the USFS has experienced since the trail system was constructed in the first half of the last century.  To remedy this, BCHA encourages Congress to support continued funding for federal agency trails in the FY17 budget process, including the Recreational Trails Program, Legacy Roads and Trails, and the Land and Water Conservation Fund. 





More importantly, there continues to be pressure to transfer public lands from Federal control to State control.  The debate about Public Lands Transfer has been waxing and waning for some time now.  As TBCH, we would like to reiterate our opposition to this transfer of our national treasures.  State budgets are already stressed, especially in Wyoming, and adding further expenditure obligations to an already huge shortfall would only exacerbate the problem.  Added revenues (mainly from the extraction industry) are unlikely to cover these costs.  Most of the bridges in the Bridger Teton National Forest (BTNF) are over 50 years old and need replacing.  The battle against invasive plant species continues in order to prevent environmental damage.  And we had 4 significant fires in our area this past summer.  As a result of budget constraints, states are likely to reduce the funding for these critical items (maintenance, bridge work, invasive species, and firefighting) in the future, making our public lands even less accessible, or degrading the environment.  Or the states will dramatically increase extraction industry access to public lands to increase revenues, forever damaging these treasured wilderness areas.

Game and Fish Assumes New Public Access Area in
Tetons
MG_CocoBelle JACKSON- The Wyoming Game and Fish


Department has teamed up with the Rocky
Mountain Elk Foundation (RMEF) to secure
a new parcel of private land that will
provide public access on the west slope of
the Teton Range. The acquisition was
made possible with a generous donation
from the landowner, the van Meerendonk
family.


The 44-acre parcel, just south of Alta, will
provide key public access to thousands of
acres of contiguous public land, including
Bureau of Land Management, the Forest
Service’s Jedediah Smith Wilderness and
even Grand Teton National Park to the
east.


The property and surrounding area
consists of mountain meadows with
plentiful aspen and mountains shrubs,
providing excellent habitat for elk, moose,
mule deer, mountain grouse, songbirds
and the full complement of large carnivores
including black bear, grizzly bear, mountain
lions and wolves.


The new Coco Belle van Meerendonk
Wildlife Habitat Management Area will be
managed for both wildlife habitat and
public access by the Wyoming Game and
Fish Department. The Game and Fish
plans to construct a parking area large
enough to accommodate trucks with horse
trailers.


“This acquisition was a classic example of
partnership, starting with a handful of local
citizens reaching out to the landowner and
other entities that could make it all
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happen,” said Brad Hovinga, Jackson
Wildlife Supervisor for the Wyoming Game
and Fish Department. “We’re always happy
to be a part of projects that provide habitat
and public access to Wyoming’s wildlife
resource.”

Dear Ladies and Gentlemen: 
 
I am writing to you on behalf of the Directors of the Teton Pines Owners Association (TPOA) that 
represents 184 Owners of properties in the Teton Pines subdivision. As Chairman of TPOA for the past 
25 years, I am compelled to express to you TPOA’s views of the currently proposed development of 
the six (6) entitled residential units (Lots) on Teton Pines Lot 5, and to request specific actions relative 
to such development. See the attached map of Teton Pines for reference to the following. 
 
1. Background of Lot 5: 
 
The Teton Pines development was established in 1984 on 530 acres of ranch land owned by 
Blake VandeWater and Skip Wright-Clark. The development was defined by Teton County 
Master Plan Subdivision Plat 578, and its administration was established by the creation of the 
Teton Pines Owners Association through Articles of Incorporation, By-Laws, and Covenants, 
Conditions and Restrictions (CC&Rs). 
 
As a part of the sale, VandeWater required that a 40 acre lot be created bordering Teton Pines that he 
would continue to own and that would be defined on the Plat as Teton Pines Lot 5 with entitlement for 
the future development of six residential units (Lots), the size and location of which were unspecified. 
 
VandeWater also required that the Teton Pines CC&Rs not be applicable to Lot 5 so that TPOA would 
have no authority over it and he would pay no Owner fees until the entitled Lots were developed. 
He also required that the southeast corner of the Lot extend across Teton Pines Drive into Teton Pines 
so that future Owners of Lot 5 and its entitled units would have access through Teton Pines.  
 
The Plat shows along the south and west borders of Lot 5 a “10 Foot Wide No Vehicular Access 
Easement.” A similar Easement was established by Teton County along the west border of the 
Skip Wright Clark Ranch immediately south of Lot 5. The purpose of these easements was to prevent 
any access to Teton Pines from the VandeWater Ranch and other properties in the Fish Creek area. 
This is confirmed by the following excerpt from a 1988 letter to the Teton County Commissioners 
from Paul Vaughn, then the Teton County Attorney: 



 
“My recollection is that the “no vehicular access easement” was a requirement which had as its 
purpose the prohibition of any connection between the subdivision (Teton Pines) and the Fish Creek 
Road. Not only was it felt that Fish Creek Road would be unable to handle the increased traffic, but I 
believe there was also concern about the effect such traffic would have upon its pastoral nature. This 
is not the first time the County has required a “no vehicular access easement.”  On other occasions it 
has been used for similar purposes. As is the case with other easements and matters shown on a 
master plan plat, it would be necessary that the County, first, and all affected landowners, second, 
approve of any change.” 
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For unknown reasons, the Easement was omitted from the north border of Lot 5. It is TPOA’s 
contention that this omission was an error by the Plat draftsman, since it was clearly the intention of 
Teton County to prevent access to Teton Pines from all properties to its west. 
 
2. Nature and Purpose of Teton Pines Owners Association (TPOA): 
 
To ensure that Teton Pines is an attractive upscale residential community, TPOA has established 
Community Rules that control the conduct of its Owners. Included are Rules for traffic control and 
speeding, parking, noise, lighting, dogs and pets, outside storage, playground equipment, motor home 
use, landscape maintenance, horse and farm animal ownership, and other conditions and activities that 
effect the quality, appearance, and resultant property values of a residential community. 
 
TPOA is authorized to levy fines against Owners who fail to abide by the Rules, and such fines are 
automatic liens on an Owner’s property until paid. Accordingly, Owners are highly motivated to 
maintain their property in accordance with the Rules, and as a result, the high quality of the 
Teton Pines environment has been effectively maintained for many years. 
 
3. Proposals for Development of the Entitled Lots on Lot 5: 
 
The recent purchaser of two former VandeWater Ranch parcels (140 and 105 acres) west of Lot 5 has 
also proposed to purchase Lot 5 and develop its six (6) entitled Lots. This purchaser/developer recently 
presented to the Teton County Planning Department several alternatives for the location, size, and 
general configuration of the entitled Lots as follows: 
 
• 6-0 Plan: Six (6) Lots clustered on a cul-de-sac in the southern meadow of Lot 5 with all outside the 
Natural Resource Overlay (NRO). 
 
• 4-2 Plan: Four (4) Lots clustered on a cul-de-sac in the southern meadow of Lot 5, all outside the 
NRO, and two (2) Lots in the central area adjacent to the west border within the NRO. 
 
• 3-3 Plan: Three (3) side-by-side Lots in the southern meadow outside the (NRO), and three (3) Lots 
along the western border within the NRO, with the northern-most lot against the northern border 
of Lot 5. 
 
After recently reviewing the foregoing Plans, the Teton County Planning Commission voted to 
recommend the 3-3 Plan to the Teton County Commissioners for consideration and possible approval. 
This plan was finally identified as follows, and it will be presented to you in your meeting scheduled 
for November 15, 2016:

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4. Adverse Effects on Teton Pines of the Proposed 3-3 Development Plan: 
 
The proposed Final Development Plan (3-3) places an entitled Lot adjacent to the northern border of 
Lot 5 where the No Vehicular Easement was omitted, likely as a drafting error. The absence of the 
Easement effectively makes the proposed northern Lot integral with the Developer’s adjacent 
VandeWater parcel. Therefore, if the Developer retains ownership of the northern Lot, the Lot can 
become a corridor from the Developer’s adjacent VandeWater parcel to Lot 5. This could provide 
unrestricted access to Teton Pines from the VandeWater parcel, thereby contradicting Teton County’s 
intent in imposing the No Vehicular Access Easement along more than a mile of the Teton Pines and 
Lot 5 western boundaries. Moreover, if the Developer subdivides and develops the VandeWater parcel, 
the property owners in such subdivision will also have unlimited access to Teton Pines through Lot 5. 
 
Access to Teton Pines through Lot 5 from the Vandewater properties would be severely detrimental to 
the quality of life and property values of the Teton Pines Community. Accordingly, TPOA requests 
that the Commissioners extend the No Vehicular Access Easement to and across the northern 
border of Lot 5 as a part of any approval of the proposed development plan, or at a minimum, 
reconsider the earlier 6-0 or 4-2 plans that do not provide access from VandeWater via Lot 5. 
 
5. Adverse effects on Teton Pines of the Entitled Lots to be Developed on Lot 5: 
 
When developed, the new Lots entitled to Lot 5 will become an integral part of the Teton Pines 
Community, and the Lot owners will have the use of Teton Pines roads, bridges, lighting and 
infrastructure, as well as the services of TPOA such as road maintenance, security, and enforcement of 
Rules. In exchange for these benefits, the new Owners should be subject to the TPOA CC&Rs in the 
same manner as existing Teton Pines Owners, and they should pay their fair share of all costs to ensure 
that the quality of the Community is maintained and property values are preserved. See Item 2 above. 
 
To ensure that the appearance, quality of life, and property values of the Teton Pines Community are 
preserved, TPOA requests that the Commissioners require that the Teton Pines CC&Rs (and 
associated Community Rules) be made applicable to Lot 5 and its entitled lots as a part of any 
approval of the proposed development plan.

Good afternoon,
I have attached a copy of the letter the TPOA sent you in regards to the proposed lot 5
development at Teton Pines. I reference this letter as I am in full support of the assessment of


the proposed development made by TPOA.  I was not able to attend the October 24th


meeting, but sent a letter to the planning commission that reflected similar points made in
the current HOA letter.   I believe our homeowners association has been  supportive of Mr.
Mackenzie’s development plan; but I have deep concerns about his intentions to link the
ranch from Fish Creek to the main thoroughfare of the Pines for his convenience.
 Although he may intend to allow access only to his family in the near term, there are no
guarantees in perpetuity if he were to sell the ranch or develop the land himself, that a large
number of homesites/families would gain vehicular access to a road that our HOA must
maintain and secure on a daily basis and this would significantly detract from the safety and
wellbeing of homeowners in our neighborhood.

One additional project that I meant to mention on Monday was work that is beginning on properties
commonly known as the Mead Ranch in Spring Gulch (see attached map), owned by Vogel Hill LLC,
Mead Family, LLC and Bradford S. Mead et al.


Below you will find a summary of the planning applications handled by the department to date:


·       A pre-application conference for an access road from Spring Gulch Road to the toe of the hill
was held on July 11, 2016 with Nelson Engineering.


o   At the time of the pre-application conference, the Mead Family intended on selling a
400-acre parcel through the State 35-acre exemption process. 


·       An Exempt Land Division application was submitted to the County and approved on Oct. 18,
2016 creating a 430-acre parcel.  The warranty deed was recorded on Sept. 26, 2016 to
Vogel Hill LLC.  The parcel is on the hillside between the Mead Ranch and Coyote Canyon
(Science School).  This parcel could further be subdivided into twelve, 35-acre parcels
through State Exempt Land Division process with limited County review.


·       A Grading & Erosion Control Permit (GEC) for the access road from Spring Gulch Road,
through the Mead Ranch to the base of the hill was approved by staff on August 16,
2016. An associated access permit was obtained from Road & Levee. Issuance of the GEC
included a review of the natural resources on the site.


o   The roadway across the Mead Ranch is essential access
§  The 430 acre parcel does not have legal access through Coyote Canyon
§  Location of the roadway is limited by the numerous conservation easements in


the area
o   The roadway is outside of the Natural Resource Overlay
o   The roadway meets all waterbody and wetland setbacks, except where it crosses


wetlands as essential access. Those crossings are mitigated as required through a
wetland mitigation area at the base of the hill. 


o   Because the roadway is essential access, is outside of the Natural Resources Overlay
District, and complies with all wetland and waterbody setback and buffer standards,
it was found to be exempt from the requirement to prepare an Environmental
Assessment (Letter of Decision Regarding an EA Exemption Request, August 3, 2016;
GEC2016-0110).


·       Soon after issuance of the GEC, a revision was submitted by the applicant, realigning the
roadway slightly, which actually eliminated one wetland crossing.  This revision also included
a Basic Use Permit (BUP) for 2 temporary gravel extraction sites at the base of the hill. The
material extracted will be used for the road base, and the extraction sites will be reclaimed
as ponds. The revision to the GEC is about to be forwarded to the Engineering Office for
approval. 


o   Location of the ponds was exempt from the requirement to prepare an Environmental
Assessment pursuant to Division 8.2.2.B.1g.ii., that states, “The lot of record is in the
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NRO but is also in an area that has well-documented habitat information”(Letter of
Decision Regarding an EA Exemption Request, October 24, 2016; MSC2016-0053).
§  The proposed ponds are approximately 0.6 acres and 1.5 acres in size with a


combined total of 20,265 cubic yards being extracted for the road base.
§  There are no natural wetland impacts resulting from pond construction,
§  There is no Trout spawning habitat in the neighboring reach of an unnamed


spring creek
§  There is a 50-ft buffer from the main channel of an unnamed spring creek to


the open water component of the ponds. Emergent wetlands will be
constructed within the 50-ft buffer from an unnamed spring creek, which
are permitted as bona fide habitat enhancement.
 


It does not appear at this time that any required applications related to this development will need
to be reviewed by the BCC. Should you have any additional questions on these applications please
let me know.

              While I realize that the setting of the time and date of a public meeting at the County is
set by the Commissioners, all parties involved I am sure would prefer a meeting that is well
represented by those most effected by the proposed development, and though the applicant
might prefer otherwise, I respectfully request, as an owner of two lots within 800 feet of Lot 5
that the meeting be postponed to your next available date for hearings of this kind.
 
              In addition, I wish to augment my prior communication to interject some items that
presented themselves at the Planning Commission meeting on October 24th. Please note the
following:
 
1. The Planning Commission decision (3-3 development plan) and the Staff recommendation (4-2
development plan), appeared to forego perusal of a plan to build only in the southern meadow
without disturbing ordinal vegetation. The comparison made and apparently considered most
important to the planning commission, was not whether any proposed development plan was
within the NRO or not, but to what extent each plan disturbed any ordinal vegetation. The 6-0
plan initially proposed by the applicant included areas with ordinal vegetation and accordingly
the Planning Commission did not seem to consider a true 6-0 plan that did not include
disturbance of ordinal vegetation vs. a 3-3 or 4-2 development plan that clearly disturbs ordinal
vegetation and allows building within the NRO. I submit that a plan for building in the southern
meadow alone, without disturbing the ordinal vegetation found in Lot 4 of the 6-0 plan or Lot 6 in
the 4-2 plan, would of course be the better than any of the proposed plans. Furthermore, the
entitlements to Lot 5 per the Plat are for no more than 6 lots. The Board could approve less than
6 lots in the southern meadow (or require the developer to stay within the meadow and provide
smaller lots) and not disturb the ordinal vegetation or build within the NRO, which of course
better achieves the criteria the Planning Commission emphasized and was what WFG preferred.
 
2. The applicant noted during his presentation that he had no "profit motive" and wants to be a
shepherd of the land, but when pressed by the Chairman of the Planning Commission on why the
applicant preferred the 3-3 plan, the applicant stated that it was more valuable to him than the
4-2 plan recommended by staff.  A review of each plan notes the same number of lots and no
clear difference in value, but that an additional road is required for the 3-3 plan that extends to a
lot to the far north boundary of Lot 5. The most northern lot in the 3-3 plan would then extend a
road system to the northern boundary of Lot 5. That boundary of course does not presently have
the same no vehicular access easement along it as found on the balance of Lot 5 and most
interestingly, all of Teton Pines western boundary. The applicant owns the land to the north of
Lot 5, and if provided a road to the northern boundary of Lot 5 could therefor “claim” the right to
allow developed lots from his existing acreage to also utilize the access to Teton Pines Drive only
intended for Lot 5. The Chairman of the Planning Commission asked the legal counsel present
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whether the Commission had the authority to impose the no vehicular easement along the
northern boundary. Having not reviewed the situation or read the memo prepared by Teton
Pines legal representation, she declined to offer an opinion. Of course, the point to this long
narrative is that the County legal staff should review the same, noting the intent of the no
vehicular access easement on Lot 5 was to prohibit traffic from Fish Creek to Moose/Wilson Road
via Teton Pines Drive and either (i) impose the no vehicular easement along the northern
boundary of Lot 5 and/or (ii) approve a 6-0 or 4-2 plan that does not provide a piecemeal
approach to abrogating the intent of the no vehicular access easement by the applicant or his
successors in title by approving the 3-3 development plan and “inadvertently” providing access
across the NRO and its wetlands to the northern boundary of Lot 5.
 
3. It should be noted that Lot 5 is presently subject to all of the stipulations in the original plat of
Teton Pines, and any development plan will require a replat of Lot 5 and said replat will require
owners within the present platted property to agree to the same. Accordingly, any replat and by
extension the development plan should include a provision that any development plan shall be
subject to the same stipulations as the original plat. Please note that the Teton Pines Home
Owners Association owns a portion of Lot 5 (a parcel at the southeast corner of Lot 5 across
Teton Pines Drive).

I understand your desire to be present at the planning commission and BCC meetings.  Please know that we have all
received your and your neighbors’ correspondence.  All 5 commissioners have also visited the property so they
understand the proposal better.


We are unable to postpone the meeting date per your request.  I wanted to try and explain below.


From a regulatory and procedural standpoint, an applicant has a right to have their application heard within a certain
time frame.  If we were to start delaying applications around the schedules of people who wanted to comment, we
would put ourselves in a very awkward position legally and procedurally. Consider the complications on a broader
scale of such a decision.  How many people does it take to postpone?  If one person who wants to comment is gone
do you postpone, if two?   How are the schedules reconciled?  Whose responsibility is that?  If multiple parties who
want to comment are out of town at different times, how would we choose whose schedule to accommodate?


I hope can understand that and appreciate that we cannot postpone it for that reason.


Please be assured again that the commission does their homework and reads all of the correspondence that is sent to
them and considers such when making decisions.

My husband and I attended the Planning Commission’s hearing on Lot 5 on October 24, 2016.   
 
We were very disappointed as we left. 



1) I did write a letter to Roby Hurley, copied to the Board of County Commissioners, 
pointing out that Wyoming Game and Fish had recommended a configuration of 6/0 on 
Lot 5 and said I was looking forward to hearing why the Planning Department was 
recommending 4/2. 



2) I did not give a public comment because Commissioner Fodor asked those who had 
written letters to not speak during the public part of the meeting.  He assured us that all 
letters had been read by the Commissioners. 



3) I was astounded to hear Scott Pierson say that we all know that “the NRO is bogus”.  He 
made mention of moose playing tennis on Teton Pines’ tennis courts since much of the 
Pines is in the NRO.  He introduced himself as representing the sellers, the Vande 
Waters.   



Note: - Wasn’t the NRO established so that more development and more tennis 
courts, such as Teton Pines, would NOT BE in important natural resource 
properties?   



4) It was surprising that the 3 Planning Commissioners present voted to recommend a 3/3 
configuration that was presented that evening by the Developer, not the 4/2 
recommended by the Planning Department. 



5) No mention was made of the 6/0 configuration until the end of the meeting when 
Commissioner Fodor mentioned that letters had been sent in support of that but the 
commissioners had to look at the whole picture of vegetation, etc.  He said “the NRO is 
a designation, not a determination”.  This would seem to violate the LDRs which 
stipulate that development should be outside the NRO when possible.  This is possible 
with a 6/0. 



6) The Commissioners were pleased with a possible 3-for-1 mitigation since the LDRs only 
stipulate 2-for-1.  I’m not sure how one “mitigates” wildlife. 



 
Our impressions as we left the meeting – The developer makes a lot more money with a 3/3 
configuration on Lot 5.  The Vande Waters make a lot more money selling to the developer for a 
3/3 configuration.  LDRs, NRO, Comp Plan are documents that can be ignored.  As I said, we 
were disappointed.

The 2016 annual lease rate for 1-year leaseholders was $21.64 per built square foot 
for administrative space, $14.94 per built square foot for studio and classroom 
space, and $7.13 per built square foot for storage space.   
 
Initiated in 2014, Residents were given the option of a 5-year lease term.  If 
Residents opted for the 5-year lease term, their lease rates increased 10% during the 
first year, and CPI plus 1% during the subsequent years.  The 2015 annual lease 
rates for Residents who exercised this option in 2014 are as follows: $22.27 per built 
square foot for administrative space, $15.39 per built square foot for studio and 
classroom space, and $7.34 per built square foot for storage space.  Residents who 
exercised the 5-year lease rate option in 2015 paid the following annual lease rates: 
$22.35 per built square foot for administrative space, $15.43 per built square foot for 
studio and classroom space, and $7.36 per built square foot for storage space. 
Residents who exercised the 5-year lease rate option in 2016 paid the following 
annual lease rates: $22.78 per built square foot for administrative space, $15.73 per 
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built square foot for studio and classroom space, and $7.50 per built square foot for 
storage space.

The common 
areas do not include the theater, lobby, dressing rooms, costume shop, and music 
rooms.  Residents pay on average $16.00 per sq. ft. for occupied space.  When 
common areas are factored into the overall square footage available, Residents’ rates 
are approximately $9.00 per square foot.

Fundraising Revenue Sources 
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THE CENTER FUNDRAISING HISTORY 
Capital fundraising for the building 
Early efforts to build the Center began in the late 1990’s and it was constructed in 
two phases; the educational wing opened in 2005 and the Center Theater opened in 
2007.   
 
To build each wing, The Center was successful in raising $31.1M in gifts and 
pledges. ($13M for the education wing and $18.1M for the theater). Several of these 
major gifts were pledged over multiple years, however, and during the second phase 
in 2007 it was necessary to borrow $6.7M to meet short-term obligations. Most of the 
multi-year gifts were received and thereby eliminated $4.7M of the debt. 
Unfortunately, due to the economic recession in 2008 several major pledges were 
either reduced or cancelled. Thus, The Center was unable to repay the loan in full 
and was left with $2.5M in debt. In 2014 a concerted effort was launched to pay it 
down and just $1.39M remains.  
Total fundraising, including capital projects and overall operations 
In addition to the educational and theater wings, The Center has raised substantial 
monies to fund our overall operations. Lease income from our Resident Partners and 
Third Party rental fees fall woefully short of meeting our budgetary needs.  
Contributed income is essential to sustaining our financial health. To date, we have 
raised $$35,859,230 as outlined below.

Dear Commissioners,



We are residents and voters in Teton County.  We are writing out of concern about the 
Planning Commission’s anticipated recommendation to you to approve the 3/3 option 
for development of Lot 5.  Our concerns are both substantive and procedural.  We be-
lieve great care should be taken before a decision is made on this proposal.



We understand that at the October 24 Planning Commission hearing, Scott Pierson made 
two remarkable comments:  “Lot 5 is not subject to the NRO because it was a PUD be-
fore there was an NRO, and everyone knows the NRO is bogus”.  WOW!  The first is 
just wrong.  If Lot 5 had been developed before the NRO’s were created, the lots could 
have been platted without NRO consideration.  However, under LDR Section 1.8.1 ap-
plications “shall be processed in good faith under the standards and procedures of the 
LDR’s in place at the time the application is deemed sufficient.”  The location of the res-
idential units on Lot 5 must comply with the NRO provisions of the LDRs.  Also, we hope 
you will join us and agree that the NRO’s are definitely not “bogus”.



The threshold question that should have been asked about Lot 5 (but was not) is this:  
“Can all allowed density be located outside the NRO?”  The answer clearly would be 
“yes” for six residences of comparable size on comparably sized lots to those within the 
western boundary of Teton Pines.  



To avoid this outcome, Jorgensen prepared a “Density/Intensity Study” which, as Mr. 
Hurley noted, “attempts to demonstrate that Lot 5 was intended to have larger lots.”  
The report does this by suggesting the creation of a transition area, a “middle ground” 
between the Teton Pines-sized one acre lots and the 35 acre lots to the west.  The re-
sulting analysis concludes that the residential lots should be about six acres in size with 
one acre building envelopes.  The lots would be of a size which would meet “the need to 
fit the character of a historic ranch compound”.  No idea where this idea of six “historic 
ranch compounds” came from.  The idea was residences, not historic ranch com-
pounds.  Finally, of course, since each of these “historic ranch compounds” would need 
to be on a six acre parcel, they could not all be located outside the NRO, thus attempt-
ing an end run around LDR Section 5.2.1 E.











Planning Commission Chairman Fodor told persons attending the October 24 hearing 
that those who had submitted letters should not repeat their opinions with comments at 
the hearing.  He failed to explain that of the at least 18 letters that had been submitted 
(which we were able to review), 14 urged the Planning Commission to approve the 6/0 
option.  Nor did he mention the Wyoming Department of Fish and Game letter which 
urged the 6/0 option and rebutted a conclusion in the EA that there was little evidence 
that clustered, as opposed to disbursed, housing would have fewer impacts on moose.  
“There is ample evidence that points to the negative effects of habitat fragmentation on 
wildlife.  . . . (C)luster development . . . will greatly minimize impacts to wildlife.”  



Perhaps, as a consequence of Chairman Fodor’s instructions, little mention was made 
of the 6/0 option at the hearing.  The focus was on the Planning Staff’s 4/2 recommen-
dation, until the developer asked the Commission to consider the 3/3 option, which it did 
and finally approved.  No mention was made of this observation in the Jorgensen Densi-
ty/Intensity Study: “The 3/3 involves a higher impact than the 4/2 because driveway ac-
cess would need to be constructed to a ‘roadway standard’, which would be wider than 
for access to two homes.”



We believe there are a number of questions that need to be asked and answered:



Is the NRO bogus, as Mr Pierson suggested, and is it applicable to Lot 5?



Could all of the residences be located outside the NRO?



Is it essential to create a “transition zone” in Lot 5 between Teton Pines and 
agricultural land to the west?



Must the Lot 5 lots be spacious enough to accommodate historic ranch 
compounds?



Would historic ranch compounds on Teton Pines Drive unreasonably change the 
character of Teton Pines?



What are the procedural requirements to locate residences inside an NRO, and 
has the process to date fulfilled these requirements?
