Part 1: Tool Review
Teton County is updating its Land Development Regulations related to the preservation and conservation of the “Rural Areas” of the community outside of Complete Neighborhoods. The update will focus on development allowances and incentives that achieve the community’s desire to direct growth out of Rural Areas and protect open space in a predictable manner. The Principles in the Comprehensive Plan that provide specific direction for this amendment are:
· Principle 1.4 – Protect and steward open space
· Principle 3.1 – Direct growth out of habitat, scenery, and open space
· Principle 3.3 – Manage growth predictably and cooperatively
