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MEMO:  BUILDING OWNERS
RE:  ANNUAL INSPECTIONS

The life safety systems within your building – fire sprinklers, fire alarm, commercial cooking hoods; for example – require annual inspection by a qualified servicing company.

Whom you chose to service your systems is your decision.  The Prevention Bureau within Jackson Hole Fire/EMS is charged with annual inspections of commercial buildings.  During these visits, inspectors will review the systems in place within your structure, verify no hazards have been introduced into your structure, and will request documentation of the life safety system’s annual inspection.  Inspectors will do visual inspections on your life safety systems to verify the system continues to be maintained by the appropriate standard’s maintenance guidelines.

An example of potential life safety system concerns would be sprinkler heads that have been painted over, accumulated grease on commercial hoods, and/or additions or subtractions to fire alarm systems that have not been reviewed.
